Yes.  SSA published a final rule that changes the way food assistance is counted when determining Supplemental Security Income (SSI) eligibility and benefits.  Under the new rule, effective October 1, 2024, SNAP received by the SSI applying individual and any other household members is not counted towards the SSI determination.  This means that SSA may reach out to the County Assistance Office (CAO) to confirm if an individual has been receiving SNAP benefits.  The CAO should confirm the household’s SNAP eligibility only and should not provide any information beyond confirming when the benefits were received.
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
