When an Act 150 recipient is determined functionally eligible for the Attendant Care Waiver, the CAO must consider this individual a new applicant for HCBS.  The CAO must receive a PA 1768, HCBS Eligibility/Ineligibility/Change form completed for a new HCBS applicant.  Unless the individual is already a Medical Assistance recipient, the CAO must also receive a completed PA 600L Application for Benefits and complete a full eligibility determination as described in Long-Term Care Handbook Chapter 404.
