If you are already registered to vote at your current address: You do not need to
complete the voter registration application and re-register. You may check your voter
registration at www.VotesPA.com.

If you would like to register to vote or update your voter registration record to
reflect an address, name or party change: You must complete ALL of the required
information on the voter registration application and mail or deliver the completed
voter registration application to your local county board of elections (addresses
listed on the voter registration application) or you may return it to your local county
assistance office. If you return the form to your local county assistance office, the
office at which you register will remain confidential.

You must be a U.S. citizen in order to register to vote.
